Trees and greenery
Trees will provide shading for in- and outside spaces, which is important for 
cooling on hot days and reduces urban heat. In addition, greenery positvely 
relates to the amount of biodiversity in the neighborhood.

Sustainable Urban Drainage System (SUDS)
Drainage systems are a feature that will be more and more imporant to cope with 
heavy rains. And especially applies to concrete junges like Rotterdam. Wadi’s or 
bioswales are a nice way to make stormwater drainage natural en cooperates with the 
creation of green spaces, which has several additional positive influences.

Transition zone
In order to create a nice social cohesion in 
the street, transition zones are undoubtably 
important, according to De Stoep. A transition 
zone increases the probability of meeting 
neighbours. 

Places/space for meeting
On street meeting and gathering should be 
stimulated.
